A mandatory pre-bid meeting will be held at 10:00 A.M. on Tuesday, April 30, 2024, 
at the Western Regional Treatment Plant Maintenance and Stores Building located 
at 3201 W. Front Street, Chester, PA 19013. 

 
A bid bond or certified check for the amount of 10% of the total bid shall be required.  All 
required bonds are to be issued by a surety licensed to do business in the Commonwealth 
of Pennsylvania.  All contractors and subcontractors must be in compliance with the 
Public Works Employment Verification Act.  In addition, proof of previous experience with 
this type of work will be required.  Each bid shall be submitted in accordance with the 
Instructions to Bidders included as part of the bidding documents.

Bids may be held by DELCORA for a period not to 
exceed sixty (60) days from the date of the opening of the bids for the purpose of 
reviewing the bids and investigating the qualifications of bidders prior to awarding the 
Contract.
